The entry may not be 

withdrawn nor any alterations made. 

• Authors are advised to keep a copy of their entry, all entries will be 

acknowledged. 

• No responsibility will be taken for entries and entries will not be returned. 

• Late entries and/or those in breach of the entry conditions will be 

excluded.
